REPORT FROM TUNSTEAD VILLAGE HALL AND RECREATION GROUND COMMITTEE:

Cllr. Woodall is temporarily standing down as Chair, Mr. Gilding will take over for the 

time being. A lot of events are being organised:

28 February: The Booze Brothers in the Barn at Place UK Ltd; 7 March: Quiz Night 

£2.00 a head and 31 March: Clairvoyant Event £5.00 p.p both at The Olive Branch;

Mothers and Toddlers have started up at The Olive Branch, Tuesdays from 9.30 –

The Planning Permission granted for the new village hall in March 2012 needs to be
