	PSCO DACK;
PSCO Dack was unable to attend the meeting, but sent an email reporting two crimes: 26.01: Assault, 26 -27.02 Assault, domestic related.

	MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC:

2 Members of the Public just moved into the village and attended the meeting out of interest.

The other 5 members attended to comment on Planning Application PF/15/0161 Beeches Farm Bungalow, Crowgate Street: Change of use of agricultural farm to plant hire office and plant storage:
- Two members of the public living in front of the business wished to object to this application, because of environmental issues: fumes and dust, the visual aspect,

noise pollution often when preparing and loading and their privacy is invaded because the lorries can overlook their garden while driving past.

They had complained to NNDC about all these issues.
- Another member, living in Crowgate Street, wished to object because of the inadequate entrance to the site: lorries have to use the verge to be able to turn in, causing a lot of damage. He also felt that Crowgate Street was unsuitable as an access road and the number of lorries travelling down this road have an adverse affect on the Public Highways. 

He had put his complaints to Norfolk County Council’s Highways.

- A member of the public living next door to the business had never encountered problems.

It was also commented that the working hours, presently 6.00-18.00 Mo-Su, should be changed to the proposal of Environmental Health: Mo-Fr 7.00-18.00, Sa 7.00- 13.00, 0 hours on Sundays and that other businesses are operating on the site.
All present admired the enterprise and its success, but felt that the business was now a victim of its own success.                                      

Chairman Place declared an interest.

	COUNTY / DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:

District Cllr. Ivory did not attend the meeting nor did he submit a report.

County Cllr. Dixon informed all present that District Cllr. Ivory had been offered and had accepted another position in Birmingham and will not be standing as District Councillor for this area.

Scottow Enterprise Park: (formerly RAF Coltishall) is being regenerated:

- The solar farm’s first stage (34mWof the approved 49.9mW) has been

completed with 130,000+ panels in situ. Because of changes to the application process (reverse auction with the lowest bid being accepted) the building of the second stage may be at a later date.

- Vitromite: having moved here from the USA, they are now in the pre-production stage and it is thought they can start production in early April; there is the prospect of 300 - 400 jobs.

- The Enterprise Park regeneration is now in the hands of a new Steering Group, who are elected members, with County Cllr. Dixon being one of them (within his ward). 70% of the site is presently occupied.

New Farm Barn: the heating system was damaged during building works, but was eventually put right. Chairman Place thanked Cllr. Dixon for helping with this.

County Cllr. Dixon was contacted by a Badersfield resident, whose child(ren) attend Tunstead Primary School, to be told that the lollypop, who retired, had not been replaced by Norfolk County Council and she was very concerned about the safety: unsafe crossing, poor parking, poor regard given to the Highway Code.

She suggested asking for a crossing facility or yellow lines.

He suggested a review of the arrangement with the Traffic Management Officer. A report about the situation at Tunstead Parish Council was carried out in January 2008, report will be sent to County Cllr. Dixon and all Cllrs.

He also said that Children’s Service could carry out a Safety Audit.

This will go on the agenda in May.

He also reported that Hoveton Parish Council had been successful with its bid for a trot from Two Saints Close to Five Ways Cross Road.
County Cllr. Dixon was thanked for his contribution.
