5.1
No flooding issues have been reported to him.  The problem at Rose Barn Farm 
was resolved by the property owner installing a pump.

5.2
Parking outside Tunstead Primary School and resulting road safety issues:


The results of a recent survey did not justify the provision of a crossing patrol.  An 
agricultural vehicle recently scraped the sides of a number of parked cars.  A 
resident reported that there is also a problem with school related parking on 
Tunstead Road, Sco Ruston.

Scottow Enterprise Park has achieved Enterprise Zone status.  Measures to 
encourage uptake by businesses include a reduction in business rates and access 
to high speed broadband.  A number of new businesses have taken taken up these 
opportunities.  It is anticipated that there will be some job opportunities for residents 
of the surrounding villages.

Signage for the Olive Branch: There have been planning objections to signs being 
placed on the verge of Tunstead Road, Hoveton.  The owners of the Olive Branch 
are going to submit a planning application for a sign and a post to replace the 
existing trade bike.

Regional government: Public consultation will take place in August and September 
2016 and it is expected that a mayor will be elected in May 2017.  It is anticipated 
that one of the current levels of local government will cease but no decision has yet 
been made.
