PC Gibbs is also trying to revive the area SNAP panels and make them more relevant.  The next meeting will be at Hoveton village hall on 25th October at 19:00.

County Councillor report:

Tunstead is very unlikely to get a 20mph zone outside the school.  The hazard is more from people crossing the road than from parked cars.  Sloley parish council has complained about parked cars outside Broadland High School.

The flooding problems in Fletcher Close are still on Councillor Dixon's list.
