COMMUNITY RIGHT TO BUILD:
Cllr. Place and the Clerk met with a retired architect who lives in North Walsham and  

moved here from Enfield 7 years ago. He had a look at the site on Market Street as 

well as the playing field and will come back with some basic plans and further 

information. He has indicated that he only wants to have expenses re-imbursed at 

present (forwarded by email).
TO CONSIDER QUOTE FOR “OLDER CHILDREN” PLAY EQUIPMENT:
All equipment was considered very costly, this plans will be shelved for the time being.
DELIVERING LOCAL HIGHWAY IMPROVEMENTS IN PARTNERSHIP WITH PARISH/TOWN COUNCILS: FOOTPATH:

Cllr. Place handed the plan for a 140m long trot from Coltishall Lane to Laurel Farm Barns, which was priced at £11,000.00 by Highways, to Cllr. Oakes for him to have a look at and submit a quote; a ditch would have to be railed off and there may be drainage issues. 
A farmer will not allow a trot on his land. County Cllr. Dixon suggested asking this farmer to move the hedge further into the field, keeping the trot off his land.
Resolution: Cllr. Place to pass on this suggestion.

Hoveton Parish Council’s bid for a grant for a trot from Two Saints Close to Five Ways has been successful.
